1. The minutes of the last core group meeting were read and approved to be put up on the web site. Action: Phil

2. Apologies from John Lintell, who has had to withdraw from the core group. Action: John to be kept advised of core group meeting dates through the mailing list.
3. Hand-out for Sunday/ The Eastcliff Big Lunch. Antony suggested that for speed and economy we should ‘recycle’ the existing ‘Teignmouth Plastic Bag free/ How Cuba survived Peak Oil’ flyer by amending the banner and the right hand side on the reverse, and photocopying it. Action: Core group meeting to revise wording and return to Antony immediately. Done! Antony to progress amendments and copying on a small budget. 
4. Project: Antony proposed that a renewable energy education project could enhance the recently opened skate park on the seafront by providing a working information point and demonstration of wind and solar power. Fran suggested this could be linked to a heated beach shower. Phil was in favour of a mobile unit. Action: There is a Regenerating South West workshop in September which Antony may attend, in the meantime members of the core group interested in this project – Mike, Phil, Antony - to meet and research finance and design.
5. Demonstration: Fran would like to arrange a demonstration of domestic renewable energy, similar to Crediton’s. Everyone thought this a good idea, but Antony pointed that security may be a concern to demonstration homes. Action: If we are to progress this, we will need ‘demonstration’ homes.

6. Energy: The energy group proposed by Helen back in October has, sadly, not managed coalesce. Discussions circulated over several ‘sub-projects’ this group could consider, under the banner of saving the most energy with the least outlay at home:

a.  Detail of the savings accrued by different levels of insulation

b. Training for interested people so TET could offer a tailored energy-saving report on domestic properties – as opposed to the box-ticking energy efficiency survey that Mike and Fran had experience of.

c. Exploration of sustainable insulation materials.

d. Promotion of the National 10/10 project.

Action: Energy group meeting to be arranged.  Promotion of the national 10/10 project at a stall in the Triangle, with a poster in the library, Helen to confirm cost, availability and background of transition energy consultant to speak at TET meeting, and  all those present agreed to do some research
7. Teignbridge DC are running a consultation on the future of the district, inviting participation by individuals and groups.  Action: Core group members to put forward draft responses for discussion by TET – Firstly on the 17th August (to Core Group only), and then on the 1st September (to anyone attending from mailing list) for the final response by the 10th. 

8.  Project: Helen has circulated a proposal for a local food week – trying to source everything we eat from Devon for a week.  It was suggested that we should also ask people to note where this is not possible. Action: Set date for ‘Eating for Devon’ week commencing 21st August and publish details.
