Food
Helen met David Cox who wanted to do something around local food. H got back to him with some ideas.
David responded with his thoughts, largely agreeing to most ideas. He wanted something like ‘Eat for Devon’ that would support local shops and work toward a vibrant town centre - Sustainable Saturdays? He also mentioned the idea of a community orchard.
David is asking the town council to budget for a local food project.
Fran: should ask what public areas we could have access to for a Todmorden type project growing fruit or veg in public spaces.
What could we grow in a small area? Antony suggested the beds outside Tibbs for a herb garden, which we could use as a trial. We could look for others areas we could use, e.g. outside railway station (someone called Val has looked after the beds outside the station and might be willing to help); garden area outside Moos butcher. 
Sustainable Saturday? Could involve selling individual people's produce, possibly on Market day. Possible problems with market stall holders.

· Helen to ask David if he can identify public spaces around the town that could be used for planting.
